The following instructions are suggestions for information to include in a cover letter and resume. You can also find numerous scholarship templates online. 
Cover Letter-This is an introductory paper, usually one page that introduces you and summarizes what you have done, will do and why you need the scholarship.  It should include your college choices, possible majors and career plans, reasons for these plans, and any other information about yourself that could be helpful.  If you have financial need, you may wish to describe the reasons for your need.  In some way, try to show how your activities and classes here are connecting to your career and college plans.  (If you have taken a particularly demanding schedule of classes and had other involvements as well, don’t be shy about pointing out these challenges and your success in dealing with them.) 
Resume-This is a quick glance type of document that should include your activities and honors, community involvements and work experiences.  Both your cover letter and resume can be duplicated for almost all of the local scholarships.  Save this paper in the computer and simply change the heading for each sponsor.    (It might also be a nice gesture to express an acknowledgement to the club or business for their generosity in caring enough to offer this scholarship!)

Transcripts-If you are applying for scholarships that require a transcript, you will need to request one from Mr. Lewis, the registrar. He will email it to you.  This is your responsibility!  His email is lewismi@usd204.net.

This requirement must be met before the next Scholarship Application will be accepted. Must be a member in good standing (meaning dues are paid in full at the time of application). Obtain a Grade Point Average of 2.50 or higher. Submit your most recent transcript (official, unofficial or copy). Resumé with a brief Career Goal Statement (not to exceed one page typed).
